It consists of three days of MTBO on the island of Tromsg in Northern Norway 344 km
north of the arctic circle.

All maps are produced in accordance with the IOF SMTBOM 2010 and later
amendments. MTBO maps for Long and Middle are made by the same mapper, for the
Sprint a Foot-O map with minor adjustments to tracks will be used.

Stage 1: 4*" of September Sprint
University campus and hospital area
Map scale: 1:5000, contour: 2,5 m.
Terrain:

Stage 2: 5 of September Long distance.

Tromsg Nordgya (north part of island)

MTBO map from 2019.

Map scale: 1:10000, contour: 5 m

Terrain: South part mainly forest trails while north part is fairly rocky and in parts
open.
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Stage 3: 6" of September Middle distance

Tromsg Midtgya (middle part of island)

Map scale: 1:7500 or 1:10000, contour: 5 m.

Terrain: A suburban forest with many trails in some parts. Rather flat and open forest.

6. Banquette
